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Rottboellia cochinochinensis, a new weed for Iran
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Summary

During plant collecting for a herbarium in Khuzestan province (Iran), the weed species Rottboellia cochinochinensis
(Loureiro) Clayton from family Poaceae was collected. In this paper, the species is reported for the first time from Iran (Fig. 1).

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Rottboellia cochinochinensis (Loureiro) Clayton

Syn.: Stegosia cochinchinensis Loureiro, Fl. Cochinch.

Annual herb, branched from the base and upper
part, 50-150 cm high, stems with tuberculate hispid
hairs. Leaves broadly linear, 1 cm wide and 15-30 cm
long; acute to acuminate; with a prominent white midrib,

tuberculate hispid hairs specially on the lower surface;

leaf sheaths connate-perfoliate; ligule with tuberculate
hispid hairs and a membrane, 2 mm. Spike 7-8 cm long;
rachis between spikelets 5 mm with numerous green
nerved. Spikelets sessile, pale green; upper glume 10 mm
long, hispid ciliate and bifid at the apex; lower glume
5-6 mm long, pale to white, ovate and nerved; lemma
4-5 mm long. Anthers three, 1.5 mm long. Stigma

plumose, 2 mm long, dark brown.
