The parasitoid tachinid flies on Mythimna loreyi Dup. larva, which were
collected by M. Naseri from West-Azarbaijan fields in 1994, were studied
and identified as follows:

1 - Linnaemya (Linnaemya) vulpina (Fallen, 1810)
The species is reported in Palaearctic Region from Europe and
central Asia, as parasitoid of following species of Noctuidae:

2 - Tachina (Eudoromyia) nupta (Rondani, 1859)
The species is reported from Europe, Caucasus, Uzbekistan,
Mongolia, China and Japan.

3 - Tachina (Echinogaster) praeceps Meigen, 1824
The species is reported from Romania, Ukraine, Caucasus,
Turkmenia, Uzbekistan and Kirgizia, as parasitoid of some species
of Noctuidae, Lasiocampidae, Lymantriidae, Arctiidae and
Sphingidae.
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
